What's new about this upcoming YBYC general meeting?  Lots!  As you know, YBYC is busy this summer providing adult and youth learn to sail classes.  The July 19th meeting will be highlighting the youth sailing classes with these kids racing in the club Lidos.  Additionally, we will be providing rides in the Lidos to anyone else interested.  Tom Murphy will be providing a kayak demonstration and the Coast Guard will be providing a helicopter and boat show.  The festivities are open to the public so invite all your friends and neighbors.  The day begins at 1 PM and culminates with a club sponsored barbeque at 5 PM.  That's right!  No need to bring a dish this month.  And, since this is a youth oriented day, we are requesting you limit alcoholic beverages on the club house grounds.  Just come enjoy a day at the clubhouse, rooting the kids on in their races and showing your support of the YBYC instructors.  
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Summer Kayak Classes – Register Now


Learn to enjoy the pleasures of kayaking safely by enrolling in the “Basic Coastal Kayak Strokes and Rescues” class taught by Tom Murphy, an American Canoe Association Certified Coastal Kayak Instructor.  As part of its community boater education program, the Yaquina Bay Yacht Club is offering this course to the public as a way to encourage the safe and enjoyable use of kayaks at the coast.


The class is 1-1/2 days, held on Saturdays and Sundays .  Saturday sessions are classroom instruction from 12:00 p.m. to 3:00 pm, followed by a 3:30-5:30 pm session at a local lake for safety and rescue practice.  Sunday’s  sessions start with on-the-water instruction on the Yaquina Bay/Estuary, or a more protected area if needed.  This experience will allow practicing the knowledge and skills learned the previous day.  Additional topics will include launching and landing, various strokes and maneuvers, boat control, as well as opportunities for sampling a variety of experiences related to kayaking at the coast.


Cost for the course is $100, which includes the use of a sea kayak, spray deck, paddles and safety equipment.  Participants will need to furnish their own wetsuits and Coast Guard approved life jackets which can be rented from local surf/dive shops or borrowed from a friend.   July’s classes are full already, but please contact Tom for availability of other classes coming up this summer and fall.
