In addition, education will come via this winter’s Wednesday Night Off-Shore Class, which is also required for participation and scoring. (You can opt out of this requirement if you can demonstrate proficiency in all of the course topics.) We will cover such topics as navigation (charting, sounding, GPS and compass swinging), signaling devices and lifting equipment. Man-over-board (MOB) techniques will be discussed at the class and then practiced on the water as part of the Frost Bite Series. We hope to have guest speakers, so this should be a lot of fun as well as educational.


Are the above requirements “over-kill”? Maybe, but the fishermen in the above story were only at Buoy #3. They were already close to the jetty and they still could not beat the fog. So what about you? If you were socked-in by the fog, and lost all visual references, would you have the equipment and the knowledge to safely return from the race? Are you equipped to pull crew out of the water? Can you effectively render aid to another vessel?

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Education Spotlight


  Wednesday Night Off Shore Class


I recently became aware a tragic story. The fog came in quickly and the skipper mistook the North jetty for the South jetty. Even with life jackets, two out of three on board died. While this story took place long ago, a fast moving fog is still an ever present danger.


YBYC hopes to avoid such a tragedy, during a club sanctioned off shore event, through preparation and education.  Preparation means that your vessel is well equipped. Having a current US Coast Guard Auxiliary Vessel Safety Check decal will be a requirement for participation and scoring. For a free Vessel Safety Check you can contact Tom Murphy at (541) 265-9648 prior to signing up for the race.
